Did you know the word “Christian” is written only three times in the Entire Bible? Not once in the entire Bible is written to describe what a Christian is. All word definitions for what a Christian is, is given outside the Bible. Word definition is give for the holy people of God and reference is made thousands of times to “the holy people” or People that have been made holy by God and it is not the Catholic word “Saint.” So are you a holy person of God and which do you preferred to be identified as “the person made holy by God” or the word “Christian” that does not want to say that you are a ‘holy person” or a person  that has been forgiven or made holy by God?” It is the Catholic Church that creates the distinction between A Christian and a Catholic “Saint” (a person that only the Catholic Church can canonize to make some one holy).
